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What Must I Do to Stay Saved?

Three times in the book of Acts, in its various forms, we find the question, “What must I do to be saved?”
Each of our pew packer students can answer that question with “hear, believe, repent, confess, and be
baptized.” Yet there’s another question of equal importance. It's the question, “What must I do to stay
saved?”

Many talk about the impossibility of falling away, but what does the Bible say? The Bible says, “Brethren,
if any of you do err from the truth, and one convert him; Let him know, that he which converteth the sin-
ner from the error of his way shall save a soul from death, and shall hide a multitude of sins” (Jas. 5:19-
20). Since the Bible is clear that it’s possible to so fall as to lose one’s salvation, it behooves us to know
what we must do to stay saved.

We should stay in touch with God’s will for our lives. This only comes through a constant diet of His Word.
The psalmist wrote, “Thy word have I hid in mine heart, that I might not sin against thee” (Psa. 119:11).
Paul said, “Give diligence to present thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be
ashamed, handling aright the word of truth” (2 Tim. 2:15—ASV). You can’t handle the Word accurately if
you don’t know it. You can’t know it if you don’t study it. You can stay saved if you study and apply the
Scripture.

We should stay in touch with God’s people. The early Christians were said to have had all things in com-
mon (Acts 2). How did they? They spent time together. In our fast paced lives we're often too busy for
our own family, much less our church family. Sometimes, we’re even too busy for faithful attendance in
worship. Brethren, this ought not to be. The Hebrews writer said that we shouldn’t forsake one another,
but rather we should exhort one another by being together (Heb. 10:25-26). You can stay saved if you
commit yourself to knowing God’s will, and to knowing His people.

We should stay focused on our work. Christianity is an active religion. It’s like the song says, “To the work
to the work we are soldiers of God....” What are we doing on a daily basis to promote the Gospel of
Christ? Jesus said, “Ye are the light of the world... Let your light so shine before men, that they may see
your good works, and glorify your Father which is in heaven (Mt. 5:14-16). There’s so much work to do.
Our employer is God. Our work is soul-winning. “We just sell insurance to pay the bills.” You can stay
saved if you focus on your work.
