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“Getting Together On Problems”

Life is full of problems. Even homes are full
of them. In fact, when families have prob-
lems, life can be a little less than shall we say
“happy.” So, how do you deal with them? 1
recently ran across a six-step method to prob-
lem solving in a book by P.D. Wilmeth. The
book is called Love, Courtship & Marriage.
The book is more than 20 years old, but the
points are timeless.

First, State Your Problem Clearly. This
will help you to separate the symptoms of the
problem from the problem itself. Sometimes
we think that the symptoms are the problems.

Second, List All the Obstacles Standing in
the Way of Your Solving Your Problems.
Speak out-loud about those things you feel
may be standing in the way of solving your
particular problem. These might be money,
misunderstandings, a bad habit, work, or any
number of things.

Third, List the Assets in Your Favor That
Will Help You in Solving This Problem.
Take a mental inventory of all your assets
that will aid you in solving your particular
problem.

Fourth, Decide On the Possible Solutions.
Once you have all the facts of the problem,
jot down all of the possible solutions, even if
they don’t seem possible at the moment.

Fifth, Consider What the Results of Each
of These Solutions Would Be. Be sure that
you think each solution through to make sure
that it brings the best long-term results (ie.
“If you have recurring headaches, aspirin
may be a solution. But you know it only a
temporary one.”)

Sixth, Choose the Solutions That Seem
Best and Put Them into Action. You may
need to modify your solution. Once you
have chosen a solution, put it into practice. If
it works, you have solved the problem. If it
doesn’t, try this process again.
